Have you ever stopped to think 
about what we as Christians look 
like to the outside world?  I’m 
often trying to figure out what I 
look like to regular people who 
don’t know Jesus.  As someone 
who is mostly surrounded by 
Christians it is easy to blend in 
and forget that we are totally dif-
ferent than the rest of the world.  
But in order to be able to relate to 
non-Christians we have to know 
how they see us.  I was watching 
a TV show the other night that 
had a main character that was a 
born-again Christian.  This charac-
ter was surrounded by people who 
didn’t share her beliefs and some 
who mocked her beliefs.  But she 
just honestly stood for what she 
believed in without pride or a ho-
lier-than-thou attitude.  Who 
knows how the TV show will por-
tray this character from now on, 
but that’s not the point.  As I 

watched that person, it was some-
one that other people could at the 
very least respect.  It was a chal-
lenge to me to put myself in 
places where people who didn’t 
share my faith could at least view 
my faith up close and see that it is 
real.  It’s important that we live 
our faith out honestly all the time 
for a couple of reasons.  One; be-
cause it honors God with our obe-
dience, and two; because it lets 
our friends see that we are differ-
ent, but approachable.  How cool 
would it be if we all lived our lives 
in such a way that we befriended 
people and they were just totally 
confused by how loving and posi-
tive and peaceful we are.  That 
looks different in this dark world, 
and people will want to know how 
that works.  Be ready to give them 
a humble answer:“It’s not me, it’s 
Jesus living in me, ‘cause He 
saved me. You wanna meet him?”
