Sacred Parenting Nuggets 
...having kids isn’t about us— it’s about him. We are called to bear and raise children for 
the glory of God. 1 

God can baptize dirty diapers, toddlers’ tantrums, and teenagers’ silence in order to trans-
form us into people who more closely resemble Jesus Christ..2 

When we neglect God, we ask our marriage and our parenting to become stand-ins for 
God—something they were never designed to do. 
Christian parenting...invite us...to use the process of raising kids to perfect holiness, and to 
do this consistently, every day, out of reverence for God. 3 

I think children are our heart’s mirror. How we interact with them truly does reveal what we 
value most about life. Our kids probably best reveal whether or not our hearts are mirroring 
what God desires us to be.4 

I realized God had called me to focus my efforts on introducing my kids to God, even using 
my own failures and inadequacies as compelling causes for my children to find their refuge 
in him.5 

Don’t look at your failings apart from God’s grace and God’s provision. 6 

Turn guilt feelings into a call to worship! Acknowledge your guilt, and then thank God that 
he has made a provision for your guilt. Confess that you have fallen short as a parent, but 
then expend just as much energy worshiping the God who forgives and who will show 
mercy to you in your failings. And then apply this same mercy to your children and your 
parents. 7 

God adores your kids, but he is also crazy about you. You’re his much loved son or daugh-
ter. He has a direct interest in your care and your spiritual growth, and he sees your kids as 
valuable teachers and prophets to that end. 8 

We say we believe in God, but what good is our belief if it doesn’t intersect with everyday 
living? (…) Listening to God provides the true test for our humility.9 
(Listening) moves us from merely a human-centered faith of willful obedience and timeless 
principles, and ushers us into cooperating with God as he actively moves upon his world. It 
is one of the ways that we can “seize heaven” and invite God’s presence into our lives. 10 
Listening is an active choice of love, its greatest enemies are apathy and busyness.11 
We learn to discern God’s voice for major life choices by constantly seeking his guidance 
in the day-to-day decisions as we make listening to God a regular part of our experience. 12 
One of the greatest gifts a parent can give to his or her children is to enjoy them, to cherish 
them, to laugh with them, to give them the satisfaction that we feel so very thankful to walk 
this life with them. 13
